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EARLEY:  And I wish I could sit down (INAUDIBLE) and some of theses days I feel like I am now.

JOHNSON:  No, no, no, no, you’re just – you all are really moving the bowels over there.

EARLEY:  Yeah, I tell you what we did, which we got from the Johnson type meek.  We brought them in separately and had Tom Mann talk to them.  We just divided them up about six and seven in groups and just brought them in prior to the bill and just broke the – broke the backbone of it real quick and that – that made it go good.

JOHNSON:  I wanted to suggest to you as the leader, my leader in the field of Latin American affairs and hemispheric affairs, I always wanted to be, but I always felt like as leader, I was taking your thunder so I always set back and listened to you and I had to forego an ambition that I had.  But I hear a lot of bellyaching over the years, but I don’t hear much when we have real, substantial achievements.  

EARLEY:  Right.

JOHNSON:  And we had Schlesinger and Adolph Burly and Goodman . . .

EARLEY:  Right.

JOHNSON:  . . . and Ed Martin . . . 

EARLEY:  Right.

JOHNSON:  . . . and four or five ADA . . .

EARLEY:  Right.

JOHNSON:  . . . publicity men in that bureau over there who, when your name is mentioned they look with utter contempt . . .

EARLEY:  Right.

JOHNSON:  . . . just the mention of it.  Primarily because your folks moved from New Jersey to Florida I think that’s the only reason they can do.  They can’t say you’re not good looking, they can’t say you’re not smart, can’t say you’re not stable, but I think it’s time Earley (ph) you’re where you live, your post office address and you’re not a Ivy League and you don’t go to Harvard every seminar they have.

EARLEY (ph):  Right.

JOHNSON:  Now they just were unmerciful with me when I came in here on the Panama Treaty.

EARLEY (ph):  Right.

JOHNSON:  “The New York Times, the Washington Post” now all of them are having good Mip (ph), that we have a very improved relationship with them.  They wanted to make an ambassador out of this political Hy Coffin (ph), who was down at the Aid Agency, who then defeated Congressman Mann.  I refused to and I got a boy that lived in Panama and could speak Spanish good and his children born there and he’s just got them eating out of his hand and Bob Anderson is working out a fine agreement so it’s a great achievement.

EARLEY (ph):  Right.

JOHNSON:  Well Guantanamo (ph) Barry said let’s send in Marines right away and everybody raised hell and Bobby Kennedy and “The New York Times” and “Post” said I overreacted when I fired those Cubans and sent them back home.  There were 3,000 of them working for us.

EARLEY (ph):  Yeah.

JOHNSON:  And I said I’ll put in my own water (INAUDIBLE).  They thought we ought to continue to buy water from it and every since then he’s been trying to get me in a conference.  He’s been more or less eating out of our hand and got some respect for us . . .

EARLEY (ph):  Right.

JOHNSON:  . . . for a change.  In Brazil, we got there up to our ears.

EARLEY (ph):  Right.

JOHNSON:  And if it had gone against us, we’d have been murdered.

EARLEY (ph):  Right.

JOHNSON:  They’d have run me out, been worse than Cuba.

EARLEY (ph):  That’s right.

JOHNSON:  They didn’t blame Eisenhower for Cuba, but if we’d lost Brazil, we’d have lost the hemisphere.

EARLEY (ph):  That’s right.

JOHNSON:  And yet the moment that we got the prisoner out of the country I wrote them and said let’s get going and they blamed me for that, said I wrote too quickly.   The resolution up here the other day, they were going to have it defeated there and right in the midst of “New York Times” run down and started saying we ought to denounce him that he wants to get along with us.

EARLEY (ph):  That’s right.

JOHNSON:  And try to make up.  Now all this has been done under the leadership of a president that had some little understanding.

EARLEY (ph):  Right.

JOHNSON:  But primarily under a secretary of state who was a good man and an able man, but really the nut cutter’s been Tom Mann, who came back and wanted to retire and who all of them after in these little ADA groups.

EARLEY (ph):  Right.

JOHNSON:  Now, you ought to get up and say what I’ve said on the floor there and just say that everybody in this Senate, just as we are grateful in time of war for Trig LaMay (ph) that carried the bombers over Germany and just as we are grateful to great scientists now for taking pictures of the moon and revolutionary develops, we are grateful for the – how this man has taken the – pulled us out of the – a mess in a matter of months.

EARLEY (ph):  Right.

JOHNSON:  And they had the Alliance for Progress and they had hundred of millions that wasn’t even allocated.  They had four layers you had to go through and all these ambassadors told me by God it’s just worthless.  He’s cleaned that up where he can make a decision in 24 hours and every dollar of the last year’s money was obligated.

EARLEY (ph):  Yeah, I think it’s a excellent idea and I’ll do it.  I’ll – I’ll get right on it.  

JOHNSON:  I’d just take – I’d take – start out with Panama that’s what hit us first.

EARLEY (ph):  Right.

JOHNSON:  And then Cuba that’s what hit us and then Brazil and that’s what hit us.

EARLEY (ph):  Right.

JOHNSON:  And then talk about the meeting of foreign ministers here and the resolution.

EARLEY (ph):  Right.

JOHNSON:  And just – and then say he’s reorganized the department and the Alliance for Progress and the president gave him the power over everybody . . .

EARLEY (ph):  Right.

JOHNSON:  . . . by making him the president’s assistant and you don’t know the future of Latin America and you don’t know what may happen tomorrow.  You don’t know what’s going to happen in Chile, but you do know you got a man that’s knowledge that’s got his fingers on it that knows what he doing and up to now has been hitting homeruns.

EARLEY (ph):  Right.

JOHNSON:  And that he wanted to retire and they’ve just punished him until it’s – until it’s something awful these damn few little long hairs around here.

EARLEY (ph):  Right, I think it’s a good idea and I’ll sure as hell do it.

JOHNSON:  And I think I’ll get a good play and I think that the people in Latin America will appreciate it because I – he’s had all these groups in in groups of five or six over at the Oval Room and we’ve had drinks and (INAUDIBLE) and talked two hours.

EARLEY (ph):  Yeah.

JOHNSON:  And he’s let Chile tell their problem and Bolivia tell their problem and I’ve had to sit there and listen to it.

EARLEY (ph):  Yeah.

JOHNSON:  Two hours an evening and four separate meetings.  He had Lady Bird have their wives in yesterday.  She had them all in.

EARLEY (ph):  Yeah.

JOHNSON:  We’ve had the OAS and the Latin American ambassadors five times in eight months.  

EARLEY (ph):  Yeah, that’s wonderful.  Well I – I think it’s a great idea and I’d love to do it and I will do it.

JOHNSON:  Now they’re going to beat me on my poverty bill unless I can get some votes.  How can get some in Florida?  They’re just all against it.

EARLEY (ph):  Well not all of them.

JOHNSON:  No Sykes is for it and some of (INAUDIBLE).

EARLEY (ph):  Sykes is for it and Billy Matherby said he’d be for it.

JOHNSON:  I can’t – yeah but I can’t get Paul Rogers.

EARLEY (ph):  Oh shit we can’t get Paul Rogers on anything, Mr. President I regret to say.

JOHNSON:  Well I’m going to try to get Ed Mann a judgeship on the account of (INAUDIBLE) and Paul Rogers . . .

EARLEY (ph):  All right, that’s good, that’s good, that’s good.

JOHNSON:  . . . and Dick.

EARLEY (ph):  That’s enough (INAUDIBLE).

JOHNSON:  I’m just working my – I’m just working my head off but I can’t promise it.  I haven’t got it, but I’m trying my damnedest and . . .

EARLEY (ph):  All right, all right well let me put it to him just that way and I’m not – I will not have talked to you about it at all.

JOHNSON:  No I think you can tell him.  I think you can tell him.

EARLEY (ph):  All right.

JOHNSON:  That the president told me the other morning.

EARLEY (ph):  Right.

JOHNSON:  Said if I’d just give him a little excuse and you’d give him a little excuse and help him that he’d run over somebody and go all the way south to Florida . . .

EARLEY (ph):  Right.

JOHNSON: . . . to get . . .

FEEARLEY #1:  . . . please.

FEEARLEY #2:  All right will you get me Dr. Welsh’s office?

FEEARLEY #1:  Yes ma’am, Gilby.

FEEARLEY #2:  Uh huh.  Thank you.

JOHNSON:  . . . judgeship like one of these district (INAUDIBLE).

EARLEY:  Harland, damn him, he was going to vote for the poverty bill and he got mad at the last minute because I spoke against his amendment.

JOHNSON:  Well but you had two to one vote so you’re all right.

EARLEY:  Oh I know it.  Oh I’m not – I just say that . . .

JOHNSON:  You did a wonderful job.

EARLEY:  . . . if Harland had voted for it, it would have helped us with Paul Rogers.

JOHNSON:  Yeah, yeah.

EARLEY:  And Harland had agreed with me to vote for it then he got mad at the last minute because his amendment went too far.  Mine went about as far as we could reasonably expect to go, but anyway that’s a good point.  I’ll – I’ll talk with him.

JOHNSON:  I think you can tell him that we’re going make taxpayers instead tax eaters out of them and work the living hell out of them and all the monies in the budget that we’ve saved from obsolete establishments.  And say now if you’ll give me a little lift on this – on this one vote I’ll guarantee you that I’ll get this man to move heaven and earth and before January the 1st . . . 

EARLEY:  Yeah.

JOHNSON:  . . . to try to deliver and he will really try and he’s told me he would if I could just give him a little excuse.  And he could say well hell this boy saved me in the poverty bill.

EARLEY:  Okay well that’s fair.

JOHNSON:  Now look at the other delegation who else are we going to loose?  You can’t do anything with Kramer of course.

EARLEY:  Can’t do anything with Kramer and I can’t do much with Bennett.  He’s the fellow we ought to be getting and not, but we’re getting . . .

JOHNSON: Well what can I do to get – get Bennett?

EARLEY:  Well and they’re just not – the trouble about talking to Bennett is he goes out right and then he’ll tell the press that, you know somebody called him or tried to do this or tried to do that and he says demagoguing to be helped.  Of course Jacksonville, his city is Jacksonville, and it’s a very conservative segregationist type city as you know.  I’m going down there to make a speech at Jackson University.  He’s going to present me.  I may have some opportunity to talk with him then.

JOHNSON:  When is it?

EARLEY:  That’s next week.

JOHNSON:  When?

EARLEY:  I think . . .

JOHNSON:  The vote is Friday.

EARLEY:  . . . yeah Thursday.  When do you vote?  Friday.

JOHNSON:  Friday.

EARLEY:  Well I think this maybe one day before that, but I’ll – let me – I’ll touch him up.  I’ll walk over and see him.  I find that when I walk over there and sit down in their office and bullshit with him that it does a lot better.

JOHNSON:  I understand your governor said he’s going to support me, your nominee?

EARLEY:  The nominee pulled out.  You see what he did, he first said he would, then he backed off and said that no he wasn’t going to do it, that he was going to convention that he actually felt like his philosophy was more akin to that of Goldwater and he made a pretty bad statement.

JOHNSON:  Oh God well somebody came in this morning told me that the governor of Florida, the nominee, had made the finest statement he ever saw, real strong one.

EARLEY:  Well my God he must have made it this morning.  I think . . .

JOHNSON:  No, no it was some time ago and it was must be the first he was talking about.

EARLEY:  Oh he was talking about the first one.

JOHNSON:  Yeah.

EARLEY:  The first one.

JOHNSON:  And he’s backed off now and going to support Goldwater.

EARLEY:  Yeah.  No, he didn’t say he was going to support Goldwater.  He said he was going to – he’s going to run an independent campaign.  Now Farris Bryant made the strong statement for you.  See Farris is not running again, but we got to keep Farris (INAUDIBLE).  We’ve got a pretty good situation in our state really if we just keep Martin Anderson.  It – the fever is up now and it’ll wear off a little bit when we start talking about the test bomb treaties and the war and as you’ve put it it’s a hell of a lot easier to zip and try this Negro and arrest him than to fight beside him with a gun overseas.  And (INAUDIBLE) in China and a few things like that Goldwater’s for, we’re going to swing him back.

JOHNSON:  Anything that’d ruin you all is his economic policies.  He’s jerking in here and saving five and to $10 billion and he’s pulling out of every foreign country and he’s telling them all to go to hell.  And what you do your export trade that we’ve got a six billion surplus of you’d be backed by (INAUDIBLE) in the streets and these little guys wouldn't have this prosperity and these jobs.

EARLEY:  Winn Dixie, just before I talked to you talking with Son Enjay Davis (ph), who is probably the biggest, most successful businessman in the whole Southland.  He owns this big chain of grocery stores, Winn Dixie, Quick Check and Colonial and so on, the whole thing.  Just this minute got off the phone with him and he was saying, he said I’ll tell you what I’ll be damn if I can be for Goldwater and he said my whole – my whole program, and I do a billion seven hundred million and odd worth of business a year, and he said it’s based on the democratic type philosophy of economics, see and he said we may have a little bit of inflation, hell I’d rather have a little bit of inflation than to go back where everybody’s pulling in, nobody’s buying anything he said it would kill us, and he said . . .

JOHNSON:  Say I see old Stats Coleman sent him $50,000, Goldwater.

EARLEY:  Goldwater, well I knew he was.

JOHNSON:  Fifty thousand though it and a delta planter from – I’ve got a letter from his campaign manager the other day that raised the money for him.  He got 350,000 last January to put him in the race.

EARLEY:  Yeah.

JOHNSON:  And it was from four states primarily Florida, Mississippi, Texas . . .

EARLEY:  Yeah.

JOHNSON:  . . . let me see, Florida, Mississippi, Texas, one other state.

EARLEY:  Probably Virginia (INAUDIBLE).

JOHNSON:  Huh?

EARLEY:  Maybe Virginia.  There are not too many big contributors there.

JOHNSON:  Yes I think Virginia was.  I think Virginia was.

EARLEY:  Yeah incidentally Raymond Guess still wants to contribute to you, but he still wants to be that ambassador to Ireland.

JOHNSON:  (INAUDIBLE) Well how much is he going to contribute?

EARLEY:  Well he’ll contribute 50.

JOHNSON:  Well.

EARLEY:  Or maybe – we maybe can get more.

JOHNSON:  He ought to give a hundred thousand as much as that fellow’s worth.

EARLEY:  Well he can get it I can get 100,000 he can bargain with you about it, but . . .

JOHNSON:  Well you just – no, but you just go see what you can do there.

EARLEY:  All right.

JOHNSON:  And you can – you can – and I’ll have lunch with you.

EARLEY:  Right.  OK.  All right well I’ll talk – well then I’ll talk with (INAUDIBLE). 

JOHNSON: But don’t you – you do it on your own.  Don’t do anything you’ve talked to me about it.

EARLEY:  Well I won’t.

JOHNSON:  But just find out what you want and what he – what you had authorized to do.

EARLEY:  I’m not going to be authorized to do anything.  I’m just going to visit with him.

JOHNSON:  Yeah but I mean . . .

EARLEY:  I’m more scared of these people than you are. (LAUGHTER)

JOHNSON:  Well you thought I – you realize now when I was telling you about Bobby that – and being the secretary of the committee and federal (INAUDIBLE) that there’s something good.

EARLEY:  Yes I really do.  I mean I’m telling you I was . . .

JOHNSON:  You remember how I used to be about it?

EARLEY:  Yeah.

JOHNSON:  And then I got wound up with all of it (INAUDIBLE).

EARLEY:  I know it.  I went over to talk to Herlong the day before yesterday.  I said Sydney I want to tell you something I’ve learned boy to keep that big mouth shut (LAUGHTER) if you talk too much and you just got to pull in.

Did you ever get a memorandum I sent you from Albert Gore?

JOHNSON:  Yeah, yeah on those – on those – state schools and so forth.

EARLEY:  Yeah, yeah those fellows I don’t have any sense – it’s funny Albert came to me and said, you know the president dislikes me very much.  He said why I don’t know because I’m going to have to support him because I just can’t have (INAUDIBLE) Goldwater ruining our country and he went on and on and I said I don’t know that the president dislikes you, Al.  I think it’s just something you have imagined.  He said oh no I can tell, he said so on and so on, but he – then he went along and he said, well I just want to say that this is really making it tough for these . . .

JOHNSON:   You ought to just said well I never did see the president show any indication of that, but every time he had caucus you used to get up and attack him and I wouldn't be surprised if he appreciated it.

EARLEY:  Well I tell you. (LAUGHTER) Well that’s exactly – I told him I said you haven’t been through a damn thing as far as the whole (INAUDIBLE).

JOHNSON:  Well I don’t mean that, but I just  mean he used to get up and just – when they didn’t want me to sit in a meeting, you know (INAUDIBLE) out one time.

EARLEY:  Why they couldn't get somebody to run against him and beat him I’ll never know.

JOHNSON:  I don’t neither, I don’t neither.

EARLEY:  But anyway I do think he’s right.  I don’t think these health, education and welfare people should go down and start threatening (INAUDIBLE).

JOHNSON:  Nobody is doing it.  They’re taking the law and I think what they’re doing is explaining it.  I had (INAUDIBLE) and told them to be awfully careful otherwise and I read the clipping and it’s a – my check indicates that what they do is these people are called into meetings and the folks don’t know what to do.  I had 200 school (INAUDIBLE) here yesterday.  So they asked the question what does the law require us to do?

EARLEY:  Yeah.

JOHNSON:  And they say well now if you’re going to be in compliance with the law you integrate, it’s you segregate and you violate the law we are authorized to withhold funds and we’ll have to withhold them because we’re not going to finance a segregation is a violation of the law and they immediately say they’re threatening them.

EARLEY:  Yeah.

JOHNSON:  Hell, they’re just trying to tell them what to do not to go to jail . . . 

EARLEY:  Well I . . . 

JOHNSON:  . . . or to keep from losing their money.  

EARLEY:  Why don’t you tell him this, that they have got to then make a finding, and the finding, which is what the law provides, and the finding has to be approved.  You have to know if the committees of Congress have to be notified and you have to make the decision.  Health, education and welfare can’t – under that law can’t – cut a damn thing off and this is what they don’t tell them, you see.

JOHNSON:  Yeah, yeah.

EARLEY:  And that’s what scares them and it’s because if they figured the Congress has something to do with it then you’re going to decide it well that’s one thing.  

JOHNSON:  Yeah.

EARLEY:  But if these damn bureaucrats are going to do it, it really scares them to death.

JOHNSON:  Yeah, well of course the easiest thing is to just go on and get those schools in order.

EARLEY:  Oh yeah, some of them integrated. (LAUGHTER) Let me tell you one other problem I think we’re going to have.  I don’t know how you’re going to resolve it or how we’re going to resolve it is Social Security and this medical care thing.  Now . . .

JOHNSON:  Well I thought that you and Russell Long were going to intercept that bill when it came over from the House and hang on an option clause to it and just say you can either have this money or have a little Medicare.

EARLEY:  Now this is what – this is what Abe Ribicoff (ph) wants to do and . . .

JOHNSON:  I told him to go see you and Russell Long and I thought they did.

EARLEY:  Well he has.  He’s talked with us.

JOHNSON:  And thought that – know I told this boy Cohen to go see you all and I thought that he impressed you.

EARLEY:  Well frankly I told Cohen that I think the day had come when I could shift some position, but I can’t do it without a hearing.  I just can’t be a damn whore and take 180 degree turn and I tried to . . .

JOHNSON:  Well if you can get it in there he won’t – he won’t – he’ll hear you until the session ends, won’t he, and he’ll let you . . .

EARLEY:  Well there’s no question about it and this is what I think eventually he’s going to have to do.  I don’t think you can get a Social Security bill, I mean a medical care bill this year.  Now the danger is, as Abe points out . . .

JOHNSON:  If you get this bill, you won’t get any.

EARLEY:  If you get this bill, you may not get everything.  Now I know Russell Long isn’t going to change.  And I’ve talked with Russell a long time.  He and I drank a lot of whiskey last night and he kept me up until 1 o’clock in the morning and I never had such miserable night in my life, but anyway he’s not going to change and he’s – he’s got a pretty devious mind when he gets to working on it, see.  

Now what it looks like to, I keep telling these people, I don’t think that this is one of the must things.  Sure it would be good if you had it, but the fact of the matter is this is a hell of a lot of issue to talk about.  We’re going to get (INAUDIBLE).

JOHNSON:  And whether we’re losing them, and I’ll tell you an interesting thing Goldwater’s getting the old folks and the only thing we’ve got to appeal to them, Medicare.  I got a poll yesterday and I run several percentage higher in the group from 21 to 30 in Maryland and in Wisconsin.  We had two $10,000 polls yesterday.

EARLEY:  Yeah.

JOHNSON:  I run 69 to 21 in Maryland against him, 69 to 31.

EARLEY:  Yeah.

JOHNSON:  That’s Maryland, 69 to 31, since the Republican Convention.  Now he’s doing a lot of barbershop polling.  He’s get a few segregationist (INAUDIBLE) letters and he’s raising some hell.

EARLEY:  Right.

JOHNSON:  But he ain’t getting the votes in these places that count and he’s whistling to keep his . . .

EARLEY:  Yeah.

JOHNSON:  . . . keep his courage up.

EARLEY:  Right.

JOHNSON:  The votes in Philadelphia show that we got 67 percent of the registration this week.  Out of 45,000, 67 percent of them are Democrats that registered this week in Philadelphia.  

EARLEY:  Right.

JOHNSON:  Now he can’t stand that kind of a registration, two to one.

EARLEY:  That’s right.

JOHNSON:  And that’s what’s happening all over the country.  It’s happening in Pittsburgh, it’s happening in Chicago and it’s happening everyplace.

EARLEY:  I don’t . . .

JOHNSON:  But they -- they're blowing this stuff up.  But the polls show those over 50.

EARLEY:  Yeah.

JOHNSON:  He comes up from 69 where he’s – I’m 55.

EARLEY:  Yeah.

JOHNSON:  I was just kicked down like hell.

EARLEY:  Right.  Now let me just say this to you, if I may, best thing to talk about Goldwater’s against the Social Security thing.  You’re for it.  Now if it’s held up, it’s blocked and defeated in the Senate by Williams at the last minute in an effort to get out by John Williams and Dirksen and a couple of fellows why then you’re off the hook.  And I’ll tell you this it’s a lot better issue than it is in fact because if they find out, I campaigned on this in ’62, when they find out what they’re not going to get under this Social Security, and they’re not going to get free teeth and they’re not going to get free air and they’re not going to get free hospitalization, which they don’t and you got to pay $90 to start with every time and boy when you tell them that, they – they – they think somebody’s taking them to the cleaners.

And I really think it’s a hell of a lot better issue since labor’s had to repeal the Taft-Hartley bill as a issue for years.  It’s a hell of a lot better issue than it is in fact on the books and I think that we just ought to keep it that way because I don’t think that you’re going to come out with it anyway this time.  And what I’m trying to suggest to Stanfield just discreetly is why don’t we just don’t – why somehow blame this, work it around and blame the whole damn thing on the Republicans for not even having the Social Security increases pass.  That way we protect . . .

JOHNSON:  You can’t blame them when you got two to one votes.

EARLEY (ph):  Well I agree.

JOHNSON:  They say well what the hell you got the president and two to one.

EARLEY (ph):  All right well then we’ve got to be careful and pass the Social Security and not increase it to the point where we block – where you block out in the future the medical care program because . . .

JOHNSON:  I’ll get Larry – I’ll get Larry and . . .

EARLEY (ph):  And you better talk with . . .

JOHNSON:  . . . and Cohen back to see you and see what we can do.

EARLEY (ph):  Better talk with Russell Long too because Russell is wild and I . . .

JOHNSON:  Now he’s with the doctors isn’t he?

EARLEY (ph):  Yeah.  Yeah, now but he can – he can – Russell will shift in time, but we can’t just come in there and because you know you’ve asked us and I just suddenly shift without just destroying our own position.

JOHNSON:  I think that’s right.  I think that’s right.  All right now you get a hold of there and you call me back on that damn Bennett and Rogers and let me – and I’ll – I’ll go to work on your ambassador and your judgeship, but you – you – you hang those on the wall and if they got to have a canal or whatever they got to have we’ll do it.  This is one vote I cannot loose.

EARLEY (ph):  Right.

JOHNSON:  And Charlie Haddock has told every Republican . . .

EARLEY (ph):  Right.

JOHNSON:  . . . that if you vote against me, you’re out of the Republican Party.  I’ll eliminate you.  So he can get a solid vote.

EARLEY (ph):  Right.

JOHNSON:  And I’ve got about 29 of these damn (INAUDIBLE) Southerners . . .

EARLEY (ph):  Right.

JOHNSON:  . . . like Bennett and Rogers.

EARLEY (ph):  Right.

JOHNSON:  And Rogers from my own state.

EARLEY (ph):  Right.

JOHNSON:  But some of them are taking walks for me and some of them are going off and some of them are going to say well hell I had to get him to give me this canal.

EARLEY (ph):  Right.

JOHNSON:  And you can just see what they got to have.

EARLEY (ph):  All right.

JOHNSON:  And then let’s get it.

EARLEY (ph):  All right.

JOHNSON:  But let’s get those two votes.

EARLEY (ph):  Okay.

JOHNSON:  Call me back now, George.

EARLEY (ph):  I’ll do it.  All right.

JOHNSON:  Bye.
