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MALE:  (INAUDIBLE), Mr. President.

JOHNSON:  Put him on.

MALE:  Yeah hello?

FEMALE:  The president.

JOHNSON:  Hello.  Yeah.

CLINT:  Hello?

JOHNSON:  Yes Clint.

CLINT:  Well I’m sorry to bother you, but the Bureau of the Budgets wrote me a note on July 22nd concerning this Alaska situation and I agree (INAUDIBLE) very thoroughly.  The problem, which arose, Mr. President, is when in the Kennedy administration they were going to appoint a – a committee known as the Federal Development Planning Committee for Alaska.  It has to be chaired by full-time presidential appointee and have seven members who represent (INAUDIBLE) that operate up in Alaska.

Now, Kennedy got around to naming the chairman of it and I’m only calling you because I think if we ever dispose of this presidential planning work up in Alaska, you’ve got to start to have your (INAUDIBLE) dig you up a candidate for that work.  It needs to be somebody like, oh John Graham or someone of that nature.  There’s a man up there named Joe Fitzpatrick but he’s probably better for the state work than he is for the federal work.

But somebody ought to have general charge of the federal planning, not to be construction work.  We’ve got that in pretty shape I think, but the general planning for the future of Alaska (INAUDIBLE) and I think it would be a very good thing to do.  And I just spoke to Tim White to ask Walter Valenti or somebody to talk to Frank Alusio in my state committee (INAUDIBLE) and maybe we can get that thing underway so that we can finish by the time the Democratic Convention is over.  I would . . .

JOHNSON:  All right.

CLINT:  I would naturally like to go home when the convention’s over and not have this on my shoulders.

JOHNSON:  All right.  Okay.  I told them this morning on this King-Anderson, they wanted to know what to do about the Ribicoff (ph) proposals and I said to talk to you about it.  And I wished you’d talk to Mike and tell them what to do.  I don’t want to get – be in a . . .

CLINT:  Well I think it looks pretty good, Mr. President.

JOHNSON:  Well I want whatever you want.  You talk to Mike and you all agree on it and I’ll go along with what you – what you think.  I don’t want to be trying to call the signals though because you’ve been in on it and I don’t want to read in the paper that compromised you out or something.

CLINT:  You won’t have to ever worry about me complaining about that.

JOHNSON:  Well I just want you to . . .

CLINT: First place I think it’s a pretty good proposal.

JOHNSON:  All right.

CLINT:  Can I add one final word?

JOHNSON:  Yeah.

CLINT:  The more I’ve thought about it the better Hubert Humphrey looks to me.

JOHNSON:  Well thank you.

CLINT:  All right.

JOHNSON:  Thank you, Clint.

CLINT:  (INAUDIBLE) Bye, bye.
