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MALE #1:  (INAUDIBLE)

JOHNSON:  I just wanted to ask you what happened in Social Security?  Wilbur going to give it to us again?

MALE #1:  Well I’m afraid so.  What happened was that we – we were within a half breath – a breath of having thing agreed to and Clint Anderson, God bless him not knowing Bill what a devious guy he is, says well now we better check on whether or not this thing is germane, whether it’s subject a point of order, and I said to myself Christ that’s all he needed to get off the hook.

And sure enough he comes back at 2:30 this afternoon and says talked to (INAUDIBLE) that it may be subject to a point of order.  In the meantime I had talked with McCormick and I knew – I know we can get a rule whether it’s – whether it’s subject to a point of order or not, see.  And it ended up I just told him, well we just thought we’d fight this thing out, Mr. Chairman. The idea of you taking this course is you think it’s reprehensible to get rule.  I think it’s reprehensible for you to act the way you act.

And we ended up – the way we ended was that they are going to draft something, but he’s giving us all this bologna about not going to the Rules Committee to (INAUDIBLE) on the germaneness and I says this is just a – it’s just a way to get out after all.  That’s the way it is and I think if we don’t take some part of Medicare then we out to batter the whole damn bill.  I don’t think we ought to pass any part of it.
