Qualification Requirements: 

52 weeks of experience which is in or related to the work of the position to be filled which has equipped the applicant with the particular knowledge, skills, and abilities to successfully perform the duties of the position.  This experience must be at a level equivalent to GS-13 in the federal service.

Special Requirements:

Tentative selectee must pass a criminal records check and a credit check prior to receiving further consideration.  This is a moderate-risk public trust position.  The selected employee will be required to complete a Standard Form 85-P, Questionnaire for Public Trust Positions, in order to have the appropriate investigation conducted, unless the employee has been previously certified eligible to occupy a position at this level.  The selected employee will not be made a final offer of employment until we receive notice of completion of a successful background investigation.
